How Neighbor Appreciation Day
Started by Judith Wood (From Seattle Neighborhood News)

The best thing about our Phinney Ridge home is the
neighbors. When we began looking for a house in this
neighborhood, our wish list included things like four bedrooms,
view, yard, garage, etc. Surrogate grandparents and a commu
nity of friends were not on the list. This unexpected bonus is the
single most important thing that makes us happy about where
we live. Better than the zoo, nearby shops, or proximity to
downtown.

The day we moved in, our next-door neighbor came over
to discuss the use of our adjacent driveways. We had visions
of a cantankerous old man who would drive us crazy. Instead,
we have found him and his wife to be people with such generous
hearts that they inspired Neighbor Appreciation Day. The
friendship and help they have given us simply cannot be
measured. Even a list of all they do would probably seem boring
on paper. They care for our children, they give us food, they
look after our house when we're gone, they help us with our
garden, they loan us tools and other things. But this doesn't
begin to describe it. Most importantly, they offer these tilings—
freely, with no expectation of repayment. "Come over after
supper and pick some cherries". . ."Want me to wrap your
pipes before it freezes tonight?".. "I went clam digging. Want
to make some chowder?". . ."Why don't I come over and sit
with the babies while you take William to school?".. "Where
should I plant these tomatoes I have for you?". . ."Have you
finished that jam yet? Do you need some more?"

Neighbors like these are very special and I can't pretend
that there are thousands more like them. But they aren't our only
good neighbors. There are the people who call to say they have
a cake too big to eat by themselves(!). The gardeners who put
out "extra" plants, free for the taking. The sympathetic
person, years ahead of us in remodeling, who offered a whole
day of help and spent it installing horrible insulation in a small,
sloping closet; The mother of four who came in the middle of
the night to care for our son when his little sisters were bom.
The woman who lived in our house for 20 years before moving
across the street and shares old stories of the house and the
neighborhood. The single mom who likes to take our girls out
strolling when her own boys are with their dad. Even the
neighborhood restaurant where they remember you every time,
and might even hold a baby while you eat. And this list doesn't
begin to cover it all.

When our twins were born six weeks early, people cooked
for us, stayed with our son while we went for hospital visits,
and offered lots of support and encouragement. The family that
had planned to hold a neighborhood baby shower decided that
they would also put together a work party to help us finish the
new, much-needed, bedrooms. The neighborhood babysitting
co-op members pooled their resources and donated enough
points to us for over 30 hours of child care. Needless to say, we
have learned to graciously accept all offers of help and to
appreciate them to the fullest.

These are all the things I thought of when I proposed
Neighbor Appreciation Day. I also thought that I must not be
alone in having neighbors that sustain each other through good
times and bad, with big and small expressions of support. I was
frustrated that I never read about these people. Instead, the
newspaper ran articles about "neighbors from hell" and told
the stories of feuds, lawsuits, calls to the police, and other
unfriendly acts. I decided that a special day would be a good

way to get people thinking about the goodness in their own
neighbors, and maybe inspire us all to be better neighbors
ourselves. So I wrote a letter to Mayor Rice and, as a result, he
has proclaimed February 11 to be Neighbor Appreciation Day.

As I have talked to people about my idea, I've learned that
I'm not the only one with great neighbors. One person even got
into a bit of a competition about whether my neighbors could
really be better than hers! The idea has reminded several people
of childhood May Day traditions. People have told stories of
neighbors who introduced themselves with plates of holiday
cookies, saying "I know you haven't had any time to bake,"
neighbors who hosted an open house so everyone could meet
the new person on the block, and of course, there are always
the "borrowed" eggs.

I'm fortunate also to have the Phinney Neighborhood
Association, a group that makes a small town of a big-city
neighborhood. It is wonderful to have a place to go for all sorts
of events designed to bring neighbors together and enhance our
quality of life in the city. This and other groups like Block
Watch, the babysitting co-op, and even the annual block party
create a web of networks among us that foster a special sense
of belonging. We arc here, living together, and that is what
makes us neighbors.

I've already begun planning what I could do to celebrate
Neighbor Appreciation Day. Maybe a party, maybe cards,
maybe cookies, maybe special awards of some kind. Whatever
I do, it will mean a huge "thank you!" to all the people that make
me glad to be where I am, among caring, giving neighbors. I
hope it will also be a rededication to reach out and become the
kind of neighbor for which I feci so appreciative.

Editor's Note: While this heartwarming story is about
neighbors on Phinney Ridge, it could be told time and again
about our neighbors here in Madrona. Come celebrate
Neighbor Appreciation Day on February II at noon at Mad
rona School, and then greet you neighbors, thank your neigh
bors that afternoon, or invite them to dinner that evening.

Remember when neighbors helped each other? Mutual

Partnerships Coalition (MPC) is working to make that happen
again in our neighborhoods.

In every neighborhood there are people who are involved
in the life of the community and people who are isolated from
it. Frail elderly are often among those who are most isolated,
yet they have so much to give: wisdom, stories, a smile, a
supportive word, a love of sewing, reading, music, sports and
many other interests and skills.

Many youth in our communities feel isolated too. Today,
fewyoung people experience regular visits with caring older
adults. Youth can bring energy and hope to the elderly and can
help with household tasks. Elders, in turn, can provide a
friendly ear, a fresh perspective and shared interests. As a
result, many supportive relationships can emerge.

Mutual Partnerships Coalition brings together isolated
people of all generations so they can share their natural gifts
and capacities. Coalition staff are matching seniors and
youth, and seniors with other seniors.

In order to build more connections between people in this
neighborhood, four MPC staffwill begoing door to door from
mid-February through the end of April 1995. Staff members
will be telling residents about the activities of MPC, and
getting to know people and their interests and skills in order to
assist people in making connections with their neighbors, and
with their local community.

Another MPC goal is working with health and social
service agencies to promote a focus on people's abilities,
rather than on their deficits, to see people as active partici
pants in their care rather than as clients. MPC staff members
are available to make presentations to interested groups.

The project is funded in part by a grant from the W.K
Kellogg Foundation and is working in Central Seattle, South
east Seattle, Capitol Hill and First Hill.

Partners in the Coalition include Seattle Housing
Authority, Senior Services of Seattle/King County, United
in Outreach, Central Area Motivation Program/Rites of
Passage Experience, Group Health Cooperative, and seniors
and youth from the communities.
